Take Aways
1) The Christmas Story foreshadows Jesus’ disposition
Luke 4:16-21, Mark 10:13-16


2) Learning from the response of the shepherds.
Matthew 18:2-5


LifeGroup Questions
1) Spend some time sharing about your past week.
2) Share about a Christmas tradition that is meaningful to you.
3) What has God been saying to you or how have you been challenged this week? (in the message, study time at home, etc.) 
4) Reflect on the Christmas story.  What part amazes you most?
5) Read Luke 2:8-20.
6) What stands out to you in these passages?  What challenges you? What questions does it raise?
7) What can we learn about how we relate to God in this passage?  
8) What does this passage teach us about how we view others and their spirituality?
9) If you were one of the shepherds, how do you think you would have responded in this story? Why do you think that?
10) The angels tell the shepherds they are bringing good news of great joy.  Often our message does not come across as good news or joyful..  Why do you think this is the case?  What can we do differently in proclaiming the good news?
11) Spend some time praying for each other as you wrap up.
