Life Group Questions

1. Today’s message began with a statement that “most of us already possess (or at least have access to) abundant, unexpected resources.” Do you agree? Why/Why not?

2. The opening illustration was of a sailing ship stalled over fresh water unawares.  When in your life have you been stuck or stalled despite needed resources being available?

3. Have you ever sensed God calling you to action? How did you respond – initially and eventually?

4. What are your typical go-to excuses when invited to action by God or others?  ie. What usually holds you back?

5. To which of Moses’ excuses do you relate? Would you share a real experience where this was your reply?: Who am I? I’m not capable!; OR What’s His name? I don’t know you!; OR They won’t believe me. I need proof!

6. Moses had a stick. What do you have? Make a list of some of the attributes that God has given you to fulfill His purposes in you.

7. Hetty Green was the biggest miser of her time. In what ways do you relate to Hetty? In what ways do you not?

8. Read / Memorize 2 Timothy 1:7. What does it mean to you?

9. To move forward, we need to not only know our gifts, but also our obstacles. Consider when, why, how you need to overcome fear, sin and/or blindness. Discuss. What might Jesus be able to do in you, in our church, in this community if people took stock of God’s empowerment and their obstacles. Pray for all to wait on God and invite Him to move in you and in us! (What is God calling us to?)
