Read Deuteronomy 31:3-8

In these verses we find words of  motivation, inspiration, and hope.

What words or phrases are an encouragement to you in this restart season?

Read Joshua 3:1-8

There are three things here that can be a great help to us as we Re-start in the midst of transition and change.
# 1 – Direction  (Joshua 3:3b-4a)
Note especially:  “move out . . . follow it.  Then you will know which way to go….” 
What does this mean for us?

# 2 – Humility  (Joshua 3:4b)
“…you have never been this way before.”
Does this phrase intimidate and unnerve you,  or does it inspire and excite you?  Explain!

Re-start means “to begin again; a new beginning” (Canadian Oxford Dictionary, Barber, 1317)

# 3 – Dedication  (Joshua 3:5)
“Consecrate yourselves, for tomorrow the Lord will do amazing things among you.”
God still wants to do amazing things among us!  Do you believe it?  What is our role?

Read Hebrews 10:25
Discuss the consequences not meeting, and the blessings of meeting.
